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PREFACE

The Volume 3, consisting of 46 separate reports corresponding to each prefecture, vﬁll be
successively published from July to December 1969. The Volume 1 and the Volume 2, which contain
results for the Whole Japan and the Four Major Metropohtan Areas, will follow the pubhcatmn of

the Volume 3.
Since the survey was conducted on a sample basis, it should be noted that figures in the table

are subject to sampling errors, as will be stated in the explanation in this report.

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OUTLINE OF THE 1968 HOUSING SURVEY

1, Purpose of the survey
The 1968 Housing Survey is'the fifth of the na-

" tional housing surveys which have been conducted every

five years since 1948 so as to obtain information on
the housing condition in Japan.

- The 1968 Housing Survey was planned and per-
formed to investigate the condition on housing and
housing™ sites in relation to the characteristics of
households, These ‘results would provide basic data
needed for housing policies on the national as well as
local levels.

2. Legal basis of the survey

The Housing Survey was authorized as the Desig-
nated No. 14 by the “Statistical Law” (Law No. 18
of 1947) and was carried in conformity with the
“Housing Survey Regulation”(Prime Minister’s Regula-
tion No, 25 of 1968).

3. Ddte of the survey

The Housing Survey was carried out as of Ist
Qctober, 1968.

4, Coverage of the survey

The 1968 Housing Survey covered the whole
territory of Japan under the administration of Japanese

6. Respondent

All enumeration items, excluding occupancy, type
of building; kind of dwelling, structure, dilapidation,
number of stories and space of ground area of apart-
ment which were enumerated by enumerator mention-
ed above, were reported by the household head or
the representative of the household living in the
dwellings or other occupied buildings.

7. Organization

The 1968 Housing Survey which was planned and
administered by the Bureau of Statistics, Office of the
Prime Minister, was carried out under the jurisdiction

. of mayors.of shi (cities), machi (towwns) and mura

(villages) under the supervision of the governors of
prefectures. The governor of prefecture appointed
supervisors and enumerators for the field work. The
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enumerators were assigned to each enumeration dist-

“rict selected, where they canvassed each household

requesting to fill the questionnaire as well as making
a household list and enumeration map in the enumes-
ation district and later collected the sheet.

8. Method of enumeration

A sampling method was used in this survey as
follows :
1) Sampling of the Enumeration Districts

In this survey, dwellings and other occupied
buildings and all the households living in them
were enumerated so far as they were located with
in the enumeration districts which were selected
out of the enumeration districts established for
the 1965 Population Census. Sampling was done

by the stratified random sample method.

The sampling procedure.was done by the Bureaur
of Statistics. All of the enumeration districts,
excluding the enumeration districts for reformatory
area, National Defence Force-area, US Army area,
and water area established for 1965 Population.
Census, and the areas where housing colonies.
were newly constructed after the Census were

classified into 20 strata according to their charac- -

teristics as sampling frame, and sample enumera-
tion districts were selected from each stratum with
sampling ratios which were different according to
population size of shi, machi and mura as shown
in the following table. Sampling ratio for the
overall country was about 1/8.

2) First stage of enumeration
Enumerators visited all dwellings and other
occupied buildings within the enumeration districts
selected, distributed the qestionnaires, requesting
to fill up them and filled a listing sheet and a
summary map of enumeration district during the

enumeration period; 24th to 30th September, 1968. -

3) Second stage of enumeration
From 1st to 10th of October, the enumerators
revisited all of the households in his enumeration
district to collect filled questionnaires from every
households and inquired certain enumeration items
and checked the items filled by households.

9. Tabulation and publicatien

Enumeration materials such as questionnaires,
listing sheets, enumeration district maps, etc. were
collected and forwarded to the Bureau of Statistics
from shi, machi and mura through prefectures where
the siriple checking of the materials was done.

After the questionhaires were inspected, coded
and punched into cards, they were tabulated by the

10. Method of estimates and relative errors
